They have confirmed that
they are eligible and independent for the proposed appointment according to the Code of
Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (‘ICAI’) and the ethical
requirements relevant to audit and that the firm holds the ‘Peer Review’ certificate as
issued by the Peer review Board of the ‘Institute of Chartered Accountants of India’.

Based on the recommendations of the Audit Committee and the Board of Directors, it is
proposed to appoint M/s Walker Chandiok & Co., Chartered Accountants as the Statutory
Auditors of the Company for the term of five consecutive years, who shall hold office from
the conclusion of this 38" AGM till the conclusion of the 43" AGM of the Company. The
Board of Directors has approved a remuneration of Rs. 2,50,000/- for conducting the audit
for the financial year 2024-25, besides applicable taxes, tax audit and reimbursement of
travel and other out-of-pocket expenses on actuals. The remuneration proposed to be paid
to the Statutory Auditors is commensurate with the services to be rendered by them
during the said tenure. The Board of Directors may, on recommendation of the Audit
Committee and in agreement with the Statutory Auditors, decide the remuneration for the
remaining term of the Statutory Auditors.

The Board recommends the resolution set out at Iltem No. 3 of the Notice for approval by
the Members by way of an Ordinary Resolution.

None of the Directors or Key Managerial Personnel of the Company or their relatives are
interested or concerned, financially or otherwise, in the resolution.
